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Homestay Expectations Agreement – Host Family

Thank you for agreeing to accept a World Learning Visitor Exchange Program (WLVEP) student as a member of your household.  We believe that a homestay is the best way to understand another culture.  So that this will be a positive experience for students as well as hosts, we ask that you consider and agree to the following expectations.  Please read them carefully and feel free to ask any questions or raise concerns with your local Program Coordinator or other World Learning person responsible for host support.

· You and your student should cooperate to integrate your student as much as possible into your daily home life (meal preparation, discussions, household chores, social gatherings, outings, etc.).

· Students’ insurance policy prohibits them from driving a car or any other motorized vehicle during their stay.  Likewise, they are not authorized to scuba dive, parachute, bungee jump or ride in a car with a student under the age of 18 or a privately owned airplane.

· In the event of student illness, you agree to notify the Program Coordinator immediately.

· As you know, the family is expected to provide a safe environment and the student is expected to do their part in maintaining that safe environment.

· You acknowledge that WLVEP has explained its Harassment Policy to you.  You agree to support your student and the WLVEP homestay program by ensuring that your home remains a safe environment for your student and that your student is free from harassment of any kind from any family member or guest in your home.  Sexual relationships of any kind between homestay family members and students are not allowed.

· In the event of any serious incident or problem, you agree to immediately inform the Program Coordinator or other staff member.

· You agree to provide an individual bed, a private place to study, and meals.

· You agree to provide two or three meals per day.  If your family is absent or otherwise not available at a mealtime that the student is scheduled to eat with your family, you agree to leave food for the student to eat.

· If your family needs to be away overnight, you agree to contact the Program Coordinator who may make other arrangements for the student during that period.

· In order to better contribute to the students’ target language progress, we ask that you avoid speaking their native tongue.

· You agree to host only one student during the WLVEP homestay.
